Review of the Minutes of the January 8 meeting:  

The following corrections were added to the minutes:

1.  Under Treasurer’s report –April was added along with May as the months when filed
2.  Kathy clarified that in the past the Board had printed proxies but never ballots
3.  Lynn asked for the Treasurer’s report to be passed out prior to the meetings.
Motion to approve the minutes – Sam/Larry –passed unanimously
Treasurer’s Report

Ted passed out a corrected January 2008 Treasurer’s Report with following corrected numbers – for total expenses - $4692; City and Village collection fees - $1215; and C & V recording fee- $25.

Ted passed out the January 31, 2008 financial report (on file) and is 9 pages. End of the month cash and investments is $99,366; December revenues were $11014 ($10,800 from assessments and $214 interest); Total expenses for January were $2241 and were $594 for C& V collection fees; $307 C& V office supplies; $234 C&V postage for the 2008 assessment mailing; $409 for street lights electricity; $246 postage for Trustee’s response letter to Lynn and Gary’s letter.
New Business:
Motion to Approve Dan Bellows as a new trustee – Kathy/Ted – Gary and Lynn  - no; everyone else in favor – motion passed. 

Committee Reports

Kathy requested committee chairs to notify her prior to the meeting if they have a report to give.

Common Grounds – Larry is getting multiple bids and will present next month

Neighborhood Watch – Sam will meet with Les about turning over this information

Recreation – Karla asked for help for the Easter Egg hunt on March 22 from 9:30-11:30am.

Architectural  - no report, Lynn resigned as committee chair and Shane offered to take it over.

Long Range Planning – Kelly reported that she is investigating different types of street lighting and will bring a report to the board when ready.
Website – Dave gave an overview of the changes and improvements he has added to the site. He also would like to add a History link to the site, photos and various email distribution lists.  It was noted that discretion was needed regarding posting children’s photos on the site.  Dave requested $99 to purchase a new software program because MS FrontPage is obsolete now.  Motion to approve software purchase – Ted/Sam – unanimous approval.  Motion to reimburse Dave $75 for changing over the website account to new owner as OFE - Dave/Nancy – unanimous approval.  
Gazette – no report

Streets – Lynn reported that the Highway Dept. and MSD repaired the street at the intersection of Old Farm and Bookbinder.  Lynn resigned as committee chair.  Nancy offered to take over this committee.

Welcome Wagon – Nancy resigned as committee chair and Kathy said she would cover this committee until a new chair volunteers.

Pool – Sam passed out a report (on file.)  No financial transactions in January and he will email the pool management contracts to all trustees in the near future.  Sam presented 4 bids for replacing the coping stones at the pool and it was noted that this expense is included in the 2008 budget for pool maintenance for the subdivision.   Many of these stones broke off last year and must be replaced in order to open the pool.  (These are the stones on the edge of the pool that need to be custom made for the pool and are a safety issue.)  The pool committee recommends accepting the contract from Pro Pool for $5574. There was some discussion about waiting to approve until the results of the ballot were known and it was noted that the pool will open despite the election results.  Motion to replace to copping stones for $5574 using Pro Pool – Sam/Ted – 7 approved; Kelly, Nancy - abstained; Les, Gary, Lynn – no. Motion passed. 
Lynn registered a complaint about verbiage discrepancies between the ballot passed out at the January meeting versus the one mailed to the residents as well as the cover letter that went out with the ballot.  Kathy explained that she inverted paragraph M & H so they would read alphabetically and reported that Roger approved the ballot. 
Old Business
· Green Rivers Gateway – Kathy is waiting for Patrick to respond to her list of questions and noted that they want our easement agreement.   One letter from a resident with concerns about the trail is on file.
· Lynn brought up her previous request for copies of our insurance policies and the itemized billing of the attorney’s bill.  Ted gave her a copy and will get her the insurance information.  Ted noted that of the $2700 fee, $1500 was for two legal opinions (Fagerberg and Nodiff) regarding the proposed indenture change; $1112 was related to issues regarding Lynn and Gary’s concerns and $87 was regarding Green Rivers Gateway trail.
· Ad Hoc Insurance – reports the committee is getting bids for an umbrella policy and will give a report at the next meeting. 
· Trash – Kathy talked with Bill Seffens with St. Louis County Health Department.  The county is in the process of passing out the large wheeled recycling bin to residents.  People can use the new recycling containers currently but must pay the fee with their existing trash hauler.  The minimum standard of operation will begin April 1and our district (#3) will be part of County’s pilot study.   St. Louis County is due to have the contracts finalized for the trash districts by June or July which means we all will have the same trash hauler.  
New Business
Ken Kornblum expressed 3 concerns about the ballot/election.  His report is on file. It was noted that the entire board will handle any discrepancy(s) associated with the ballot/election and not the Executive Committee.  
Mike Davis has offered to serve as a trustee and spoke briefly about why he was interested in becoming a trustee.  His nomination will be voted upon at the next meeting.
