Treasurer’s Report (Content submitted prior to meeting)
Month ended with $65,389.74 in cash and investments.  

Total revenue for the month was $115.  This included $0 in assessments and $115 in interest.  Past due assessments are $2,990.  This includes delinquent dues.

We have people coming to look at the surface.  We put some additional sealer on it this spring and are not sure if that may have caused some of the problem.  We are keeping people off of it just to be cautious.  Will keep you posted.

Pool Opening – Pool opened on time.  Due primarily to the very hard work of Chris Hester, Ted Campbell, Jerry Lehman, Skip Hart, John Foley, and Dane Slayton.  Huge thank you’s you them all.  

Membership – We are sitting at about 120 memberships.  This is comparable to this time last year.  We still have memberships coming in.  Thank you to the Davis’ for their work on this despite Mike’s injury.

Long Range Planning
Great Rivers Greenway (GRG) has a potential placement of the trail.  2 trustees met with Patrick Owens.  Kathy has spoken to Roger.  Roger was the primary architect in the letter sent them in 2004.  GRG hasn’t sent anything in writing about the project to OFE.  The long range planning committee is going to get together on where to go from here.
If OFE extends the easement given to GRG (14’+) then the overgrowth from the sides would be the responsibility of the County to maintain.  GRG gave the indication that they were waiting on OFE to actually get started.  All construction and plantings have to be approved before GRG can move forward.
Nancy made a motion to create a survey about the trail and send to OFE homeowners within the next 3 weeks.  The motion was seconded and there was some discussion.  The motion was approved.

A request was made that all trustees get a copy of the 2004 letter to GRG about the trail.

Ted made a motion to contact a land appraiser to get fair market value of the needed easement and to have Roger draft a contract for presentation to GRG.  The motion was seconded and there was some discussion.  The motion was approved.
New Business
A cul-de-sac committee was formed to decide maintenance issues with OFE cul-de-sacs.  The committee consists of Nancy Gray, Bob Gates, Gary Hall, and Carole Colich.

Kathy signed 21 leins on OFE homeowners for delinquent assessments.  Kathy thought 16 had already been filed.  A notice is sent out to delinquent homeowners in late January.  Most homeowners pay by March.  At the end of April is when the leins are filed.  A letter is sent by Saint Louis County to the homeowner that a lein was filed on the property.

Kelly Brinkman has resigned from the board.  Kathy made a motion to nominate Dave Voeller as the new secretary.  The motion was seconded and the motion was approved.
The 2 volunteers that would like to fill the vacancy left by Kelly were Joy Fischer, Armetira Rowey.  Both candidates were asked to send an email to the trustees stating why they would like to be a board member and what they might be interested in.
