Review of the April 8 Meeting Minutes

Correction under Ad Hoc Insurance, the excess medical coverage for swim team is $250,000/occurrence and 25,000/individual, not 5,000/per occurrence. 

Motion to approve the April 8 meeting minutes as corrected made by Gary Hall and seconded.  The motion was approved.
Treasurer’s Report (Content submitted prior to meeting)
OFE ended the month with $86,338 in cash and investments.  Revenues were $648 for April and expenses were $2,052.  Expenses were $27 for City & Village collection fees, $405 for street light electricity and pole rental, $434 in legal bills related to the Lawsuit initiated by Bob Gates, Janet Fortus and Gary Hall, $95 in internet expenses and $91 for watering front entrance, $1,000 for pool repairs.
Common Ground (Content submitted prior to meeting)
Received a proposal for landscaping at the entrance to the pool and the pool parking lot island from Koester.  The total cost is $3600.  Chesterfield Valley has also been contacted for a proposal

Rainworks Irrigation has the watering system at the front operating but not turned on.  Larry will turn the system on when it quits raining.  If Rainworks Irrigation installs a $250 rain sensor to regulate when the system is operating it should pay for itself in water savings.

The pool parking lot gate was painted and the entrance sign on the west side of the street was touched up.
A $350 bid to fill in parking lot cracks has been received.  This job doesn’t have to be done until the fall so it will be put off until then.

Neighborhood Watch
Nothing to report.

Recreation (Content submitted prior to meeting)
New chips for the playground are on order for $450 which is $50 over budget.  The budget for next year’s chips should be $600.

Architectural
Jeff Clemens has a chain link fence they would like to put up to keep their dog in.  Their neighbors also have a chain link fence.   Dave, Shane, Nancy visited the site and feel it is OK.  A contractor will put the fence up.  Motion to accept the fence as long as it is put on the property line was made by Les and seconded.  The motion was approved.
Voeller family wants to purchase an 8x8 composite shed and put in the back yard next to the garage.  Shane, Jerry and Dave visited the site and feel it is OK.  A motion to approve the installation of the shed was made by Dave and seconded.  The motion was approved.
Lee family had a complaint from their neighbor that the shed they built was not attractive.  Shane and Dave talked to the Lee family about what they needed to do before building a shed.  Shane, Dave and Jerry later visited the Lee family after they submitted to Shane photos of the shed after visual improvements had been made along with a plot of their property and where the shed was located on the property.  A recommendation to put stones, flowers, or shrubbery along the base was made to the Lee family.   Motion was made to approve the shed by Dave and seconded.  The motion was approved.

John Donaldson wants to put a detached 24’x32’ 2 car garage off the back of the property (1 acre lot) on the corner of Hobnail and Bookbinder.  The area is the same area that was filled in with over 3,000 dump trucks of cement and other clean fill.  The building architecture of the garage would match the architecture of the house and the fence would eventually enclose the garage.  OFE has at least 2 properties that have detached garages.  The drive is currently graveled but will eventually be cement as required by St. Louis County.  Dave, Shane, and Jerry visited the site.  A motion was made to approve the garage by Dave and seconded.  The motion was approved.

Long Range Planning (Content submitted prior to meeting)
Great Rivers Greenway has delivered a set of plans showing the trail configuration as proposed around the rear of the pool.  These are very detailed plans and will take awhile to review.  The long range planning committee will review the plans, and in consultation with attorney, contact GRG to see what their plans are to conform to the ‘demands’ given to them in 2004 regarding placement of this trail through common grounds of OFE.  The results will be reported to the trustees when available.  A request was made by several trustees to get a copy of the 2004 letter to GRG about the path.
Website
The OFE website had substantial pool and swim team information added to it since the last trustee meeting.  There were also some changes to the resource page giving the number to call if neighbors needed tree trimming done by Saint Louis County.
