Review of the October 9th Meeting Minutes

Nancy made a motion to accept the October 9th minutes and it was seconded.  Discussion was held.  Motion passed.
New Business (2009 budget approval)
Ted made a motion to rescind the motion from the October 14th meeting approving $5,596.00 for the update of the 22 OFE cul-de-sacs.  Motion was seconded.  Discussion was held.  Motion passed by 2/3 majority as per Roberts Rules.
Ted made a motion to send out a survey to determine if residents are willing to pay for the improvement of the cul-de-sacs, future maintenance of the cul-de-sacs and to continue the maintenance of the Parkway property at the front of the OFE entrance.  Motion was seconded.  Discussion was held.  Motion passed.
A survey will likely go out with the OFE Gazette which is soon to be sent to OFE residents.

The budget was modified to remove the $5,596.00 for the cul-de-sacs making the budget allocation for common ground improvements $4,500.
Les made a motion to move the $13,500 from the pool reserve and $6,500 from the common ground reserve back to the General Operations Fund.  Motion was seconded.  Discussion was held.  Motion passed.

A vote was taken to approve the 2009 budget with the above modifications.  The vote passed.
