I have been at the OFE main entrance over-seeing the masonry work and noticed this morning that the chain to the padlock to the sprinkler timer on the back-flow piping was cut.  No further damage noted.  I will report to police.
BusyBee bid for filling in the parking lot cracks is $250 so only a portion of the $525 approved in September will be needed.  The tuckpointing for the low walls by the OFE gatehouse was done and paid for by State Farm Insurance so the $600 approved for this work in July is not needed.

Pool Committee (Content submitted prior to meeting)
Financial – A financial report was emailed to all trustees prior to meeting showing activity in September, 2008 and Year-to-Date totals for 2008.  If a copy of the financial report is needed it can be requested and emailed as “OFE Pool September 2008 Financial statements.pdf”.  We finished up the swimming season strong. We were right on budget for memberships and our income from guest fees was about $600 over the budgeted amount. And most importantly, we want to thank all those who contributed to our various fund raising campaigns. As a result, we raised over $4,700 in 2008. This funded the purchase of several new tables this year and will fund other new equipment next year. Our expenses are in very good shape.  Removing furniture & equipment purchases, we are about $2700 ahead of budget, though we do have about 3 months of utilities left for 2008.  In summary, we began the year with about $11,200 in cash and should end it with about $16,000. 

Maintenance 

Flood – The pool is normally left mostly full of water to support the walls and had been drained to this level already. When the hurricane remnants came through several weeks ago, the valley flooded including the pool. Consequently, the pool was completely full with muddy water. After consulting with Pro Pool, the pool will be re-drained to the correct level for the winter.  But it will require a significant cleaning next spring.  We did have some mud on the deck, but no other significant damage from the flood. 

Operations – The pool is now closed.

2009 Budget – We have included our proposed 2009 Capital expenditure plan in the draft budget you are currently reviewing.

Long Range Planning (Content submitted prior to meeting)
Cul-de-sacs
The cul-de-sac committee has been working to create a standard for all of the cul-de-sacs.  We approached three contractors: Koester's, Horstmann Brothers and Marsala Landscaping.  At the September trustee's meeting I talked about the bids I had gotten from the three contractors.  I also gave each of you a copy of the cul-de-sac policy our committee had written.  Due to time constraints I asked each of you to review the policy and asked that it be put on the agenda for the October trustee meeting for discussion.  (I have attached it for you on this e-mail.)

 

The committee spent some time looking at the two bids from Horstman Brothers and Koester's and felt the costs and work description were compable and that either one would be acceptable to the committee.  So we are asking that the work amounting to $5,596 be added to the 2009 budget.  I ask you to review these proposals so we can discuss them at the October trustee meeting.

 

Although we originally wanted to have maintenance also put into the budget we determined we would get a volunteer committee together for 2009 to cut and maintain the cul-de-sacs.  We will ask for a maintenance cul-de-sac line item be put into the 2010 budget and beyond.  Just so you know Koester's maintenance bid for seven months was $4,200 and Horstmann Brothers was $3,200 but they might be different when we bid it out in 2009.

Nancy made a motion to approve the cul-de-sac policy if St. Louis County gives OFE the ownership of the land.   Motion was seconded.  Motion was tabled.
GRG
Kathy passed out several documents including:  a boiler plate GRG contract, a boiler plate GRG easement deed, a letter to Kathy making an offer for OFE easements along with the trail layout plans, the letter sent to GRG from OFE in 2005 stating issues OFE felt needed to be resolved, an OFE contract sent to GRG and an OFE easement deed sent to GRG.  Kathy would like the trustees to look at these documents and provide comments prior to or at the November trustee meeting.

Maryland Heights Residents for Responsible Growth is please to announce that as of Wednesday, September 8th Maryland Park Holdings withdrew their application/petition which sought rezoning of the 200+ acres next to Creve Coeur Memorial Park.

2009 Budget
The 2009 proposed budget was emailed to the trustees prior to the meeting.

 $5,596 was added to “Street Landscaping - common ground areas” as passed in the motion above for cul-de-sacs under Long Range Planning.
Larry made a motion to leave the assessment at $100 for next year.  The motion was seconded.  Motion passed.

There was not enough time to adequately discuss the rest of the budget, primarily the pool capital expenditures.  Trustees should be prepared to discuss these and any other budget issues prior to or at the November trustee meeting.  Note that the general trustee meeting is set for October 22.
