Front Entrance Gatehouse

Long Range Planning 
Patrick Owens sent a draft contract (9/6) which included an easement section.  They are also getting an appraisal done.  By the next trustee meeting some of the details in the contract should be decided and a more firm appraisal should be have been received.

Cul-de-sacs
There are 7 people on the committee.  St. Louis County said they would replace any dead trees in the cul-de-sacs.  Nancy passed out a cul-de-sac policy that the trustees can discuss further at the next meeting after getting a chance to read the policy.  The committee has talked to 3 providers.  Each provider gave a bid for removing trash/overgrowth and then doing a minimum of planting1 tree, planting 1 shrub, spreading mulch and planting grass.

$3,200/year for cuttings, weed, fertilizer.

There are a lot of gas lines in the cul-de-sacs from former gas lights.  Nancy thinks it would be prudent to see if we could use these lines to establilsh lights again.

At this point the bids have to be examined by the committee because they were received just before the trustee meeting.

Because of the potential controversy of having OFE pay to keep up the cul-de-sacs which is not OFE common ground, it was suggested to change the indentures to make the cul-de-sacs part of the common ground.  It was also suggested that the current assessment level is not adequate for this new financial burden.

New Business
2009 Budget
The 2009 budget was emailed to the trustees prior to the meeting and passed out at the meeting.  Ted discussed the line items of the budget.

Parkway Property Maintained by OFE
Bob Parker, an OFE resident, questioned Parkway about any agreement between Parkway and OFE regarding the Parkway common ground that OFE has taken care of for many years.  This was done without OFE trustee involvement in any way.  The Parkway Director of Facilities has now sent the Bob Parker a letter to be passed on the OFE trustees directing OFE to stop taking care of this property until a formal agreement between OFE and Parkway has been established.  The trustees started to discuss this topic but ran out of time.

Old Business
The audit committee of Nancy Gray, Dan Bellows, Jerry Goldberg and Sam Craig have not had the opportunity to examine the OFE receipts and dispersements for 2007 yet.

Ted made a motion to change the directive of having an OFE trustee audit committee of non-officers reviewing the books to instead hire an accountant to review the books (receipts and dispersements) as long as it is under $1,000.  Motion was seconded.  Discussion was held.  Motion was rescinded

Ted made a new motion to have the audit committee hire and direct an independent CPA to examine the receipts and dispersements for calander year 2007 of the OFE trustees.  The audit committee is authorized to spend up to $1,000 for this examination.  Motion was seconded.  Discussion was held.  Motion passed.
