Ad-hoc/Special Committee Reports

Cul-de-sacs 
The committee met with Glen Henninger, the St. Louis County Engineer for Highways & Traffic is looking into a maintenance agreement between the county and OFE.  He will provide the information he finds to the cul-de-sac committee and if the trustees approve it the maintenance agreement would be taken to the St. Louis County council to get approved.  An alternative to a maintenance agreement would be a “vacating right of way easement”.  For this option St. Louis County would sign over all of the cul-de-sac property to OFE except for a 1’ border on the outside of the cul-de-sac for the purpose of maintaining the curbs.  Before any document was signed St. Louis County would remove any dead trees we wanted removed.  The information for both of these options will be given to the cul-de-sac committee for consideration when it is ready.
