She got nervous when her husband stepped out the door to listen and the seller kept trying to get her outside as well.  The seller did not leave any brochure and never mentioned the company name.  I reminded her that the proper thing to do in that circumstance was to call the county police and they would investigate.  I also advised her that I would try to check with the county to see if they might know who was going door to door.  The county told me that there were several companies authorized but without a name they could not really do much.  I emailed her back with the info and a thank you for watching out for our neighborhood.

Sunday the 9th I received a call from a concerned homeowner about a man knocking on doors asking for $5.  This lady did not call the police either.  I went to her street immediately and found the man.  He was a bit scruffy looking but the temperature was in the 90’s and he had been out all day in the heat soliciting customers to spray paint their address on the curb.  He said he needed the money and was just finishing for the day.   He left immediately upon completion of the home he was doing.  I called the homeowner back and advised her of his leaving and she seemed relieved.  I also discussed with her the need to call the police as I have no authority to stop anyone.  Once again I thanked this lady for her effort to keep our subdivision safe.

New Business

Feral Cats
This past weekend the Saint Louis County Problem Property Unit condemned an OFE home on Beacongrove Drive which had a problem with too many cats in the home.  The neighbors on both sides of the home were present to try convey the gravity of the problem with the cats.
1. The smell from inside the home is so bad it takes your breath away if you are anywhere close which includes their house.

2. Saint Louis County Animal Control has removed the last of the cats from the building as of today.

3. There are still an estimated 10 to 20 cats running around outside.

4. One of the neighbors had to trap a cat before Saint Louis Animal Control would come out to trap more cats.

5. Saint Louis County is using only a couple of old looking traps and they have someone come out a couple times a day to check on the traps.

6. The relatives of the home owners are refusing state help and are trying to clean up the home on their own.  There is currently an open air dumpster on the premises which makes the smell that much worse.

7. Fleas are now a problem.

8. People are coming around to gawk at the home and it is making neighbors nervous to have so many strangers around.

9. The police have a key to the home and keep it locked up in the evening.

10. The Missouri State law states that after 7 days of feeding a cat the cat is considered your cat (this is not confirmed).  There are limits to the number of animals you can have both by Saint Louis County law and OFE indentures.
