A letter was recently sent to Parkway by Kathy Schweitzer requesting that OFE be allowed to continue maintaining the strip of Parkway land at the entrance to OFE.  OFE trustees have not received a Parkway response.

Pool Committee (Content submitted prior to meeting)
First meeting was held on Thursday, February 5.

Financials:

Ted Campbell is putting together initial budget numbers for 2009.  It is recommended that pool membership costs for 2009 remain the same as 2008. 

Membership:

With the current economic conditions, pool membership could be affected both positively or negatively, so the emphasis will be to tout the relatively low cost for the entire family to enjoy using the pool this summer vs. the cost of traveling somewhere on vacation.

Chris Hester is putting together information for the  OFE website for the pool and swim team, as well as modifying the membership “mailer” letter for the upcoming year.  We are tentatively planning on mailing the letters the end of March for delivery in early April.

We agreed to offer both a single payment and a two payment plan.  The two payment plan would require 50% of the membership be paid by May 1, and the remainder by Memorial Day weekend.  This would allow families to split the payment into two smaller amounts rather than having to pay all the fees at once.

Committee Member Duties:

Duties for individuals on the committee were divided up and officers were decided on:

Mike Davis - President, Ted Campbell – Treasurer and Luanne Franzer – Secretary.

The next meeting will take place on Thursday, February 26, 2009. 

Expenditures:

Scott Welker is investigating the cost to build a roof over the men’s and women’s bathrooms.  This will protect the inside of the bathrooms over the summer and more importantly over the winter months.

We are looking at changing the name of the “Old Farm Recreation Committee, Inc” to better reflect the scope of what we do, (i.e. pool and swim team).  We are also putting together By-Laws to be adopted by the Pool Board.
