Thanks go out to Dave Voeller, Les Shenberg, Bill Irwin and Mark Schonhoff who worked once or twice (2-4 hours each) on Bookbinder.  Mark Schonhoff had previously talked to the three homeowners to receive permission.  The condition is much better and two abreast are now able to walk the sidewalk.  If you have looked, several areas are 1-2 feet above the sidewalk and this extended over the sidewalk toward the street, so in areas, quite a bit of dirt had to be moved.  It has been 3 weeks, with 2 very large rain periods, and it looks like it is holding up.  In defense of the low turn-out of volunteers, the days we worked were two of the hottest, but we wanted to get it done by the time of the OFE 4th of July parade.  Regarding next steps with hostas, we can discuss this, and I am willing to do one more Saturday morning, but would suggest that it be in September/October.  I will investigate the optimal time for transplanting hostas and day lilly's (in the back) by the August meeting and come back with a suggested plan for the trustees to discuss.

Pool Committee
The majority of the work on the OFE pool’s bathroom and maintenance room roof has been completed.  As with any construction, there is a list of things that need to be fixed.  People from other subdivisions during the OFE home swim meets had several compliments about the roof.
The cracks in the OFE pool’s bathrooms have been filled in and the floor overlay has been poured.

The swim team season is now over.  Conference was Saturday, July 11th.  The swim team banquet was Monday, July 13th.

“No parking - fire lane” signs were installed on the OFE parking lot as required by the fire marshall.  The total material bill was $292 and the signs were installed by Mike Davis for free.
Pool membership is up to about 140 this year.

New lounge chairs and umbrella tables have been purchased from fund raisers.

Saint Louis County came out to inspect the pool with a laundry list of things they wanted to check based on an anonymous complaint.  Everything is currently being taken care of by the pool committee.
There were a couple of incidents at the pool.  The first involved Lynn Reyner and Bob Gates taking pictures from outside the chain link fence by the woods of children during a swim meet with Brentwood.  The police were called.  There were several kids that were very upset about the strangers taking pictures.  The second incident involved a man that said he was from Polo Run and that he had permission from the OFE trustees to take pictures of the handrail going into the OFE pool.  This man has yet to be identified.
