Architectural Review
There was a request for an 8’ fence because of a neighbor problem.  OFE doesn’t allow 8’ fences but alternatives to solve the neighbor problem were suggested by Shane including involving the police, planting bamboo which will grow very tall and talking to other neighbors to have them talk to the problem neighbor.

There was also a problem brought to Shane’s attention about feral cats being fed by OFE homeowners.  What is a feral cat?  A feral cat is a domestic cat that has not be spayed or neutered and is given up by the owner.  That cat mates outside any home and by the 3rd generation the cat's offspring have no connections with humans anymore.  The resulting cats (as with any animal that is fed but "not owned" by anyone) become a problem for other homeowners and are in general not healthy animals.  In the one instance in OFE, the neighbors can smell the urine from outside in their basement.  The homeowner that is feeding the cats doesn’t suffer the smell because the cats use the surrounding homes as their sandbox rather than their feeding ground.  Saint Louis County Animal Control has captured 19 cats at this neighbors so far.  The OFE homeowner that feeds the cats has them lining up by the dozens.  This homeowner does not claim ownership of the cats.

The asphalt wedged sidewalk south of Greenbough Drive will not be replaced in conjunction with this project.

The sidewalk going down Bookbinder toward the pool is getting very overgrown.  Mark is planning on contacting the owners of the property to see if we can get permission to clean up the area.  The homeowners that we know of include Roman and Evelyn Patrick on Fourposter Ct. and Dale and Debbie Nicholson on Bookbinder.  If permission is granted, the plan is to shovel the accumulated dirt into a wheel barrow and take it to the washout area by the creak.  The overgrowth will be trimmed back so that the entire sidewalk can be used.  A long term plan may include planting hostas or day lilies which are shade tolerant along the area between the sidewalk and street. 
At the top of Amiot and Bookbinder there are hedges encroaching the sidewalk.
