Streets and Sidewalk
If the grade of a sidewalk leading to the crack to be repaired is too large then asphalt is applied.  If not then the sidewalk is ground down at the crack.  If the sidewalk actually has to be replaced the replacement is done with cement.  All work is done by Saint Louis County because Saint Louis County actually owns the sidewalk.  
Mark is going to inquire about having Saint Louis County use something besides asphalt for repairing cracks because OFE has no homes with asphalt driveways, sidewalks, etc. and by using asphalt to repair the cracks the repair is seen as bringing down the value of the OFE properties.  
The hole at the front of the subdivision due to some utility work a few months back is going to be fixed now that the water leak is fixed.  Also, a request has been made to inquire with Saint Louis County to fix the dip at Old Farm Drive and Bookbinder because if fills with about 4 inches of water.  This was the same area that was a big hole and had to be filled in as recently as a couple of years ago.

New Business

$17,715 was budgeted toward capital improvements for the pool.  The pool committee has determined that the bathroom and maintenance room needs a new roof, the bathrooms need a new floor, and a solar cover which was briefly discussed last year is needed for the opening of the pool.  The roof leaks and the bathroom floors are very difficult to keep sanitary.  The total price for the repairs is $6,900 more than the $17,715 in the 2009 budget.

Mike Davis made a motion to appropriate an additional $6,900 over the budgeted $17,715 to get the floor, the roof and solar cover for the pool.  Ted seconded.  Discussion was held.  Motion failed.
