Neighborhood Watch 
Two emails were sent out during the month.  One email was for the safety bike helmet and car seat open house conducted by the Monarch Fire Dept at Montgomery Bank.  The second email is for the up coming Neighborhood safety meeting to be chaired by the St Louis County Police Department.  There were also 2 reports sent by Officer Jeff Milam to everyone on the OFE neighborhood watch email list and they are included here.

Email #1
I am attempting to send a mass email alert pertaining to illegal solicitation occurring in the Areas near Creve Coeur/ Maryland Heights.  

Recently, we have been receiving calls for individuals going door-to-door posing as fundraisers for needy children.  They pretend to be affiliated with the Shriners Hospital and other non-existent foundations for children.  They apparently ask for cash or check donations starting in the $55 dollar range, but request that more be donated for “their cause.”  

 This has also been occurring in other areas of St. Louis County, as far south as Ellisville, MO.  At this point, we are unsure if there is a network of solicitors, or just a well-traveled pair.  The description given to us is the following:  White male, mid to late 20’s posing as a Washington University college student.  White female, multiple tattoos.  

 We ask that ANYONE who comes into contact with an individual of this nature to call 911 so that a police officer can, at the very least, identify these folks and determine the legitimacy of their cause.

Special Orders 2010 Budget
Larry reallocated the money he needs for the OFE common ground maintenance.  He added 3 treatments of pre-emergent for shrubs to cut down on weeds at $90 per application for a total of $270.  He also reduced the amount of mulch for the pool cul-de-sac from $200 to $80 and for the pool entrance from $200 to $50.  The net effect is no change in the total 2010 budgeted amount of $19,900 for OFE common ground maintenance.
Kathy made a motion to reduce the proposed misc. pool expense from $1,500 to $500.  Motion was seconded by Les.  Discussion was held.  Motion passed.

The total for the proposed OFE common ground maintenance on the pool dropped from $10,989 to $9,989.

Kathy made a motion that the draft budget as modified be approved as the final working budget for Old Farm Estates subdivision for calendar year 2010.  This budget will be published in the meeting minutes for October 13, 2009.  Motion was seconded by Shane.  Motion passed 5 for, 1 against, and 1 abstained.
