President’s Report
A payment plan has been made for an OFE resident to pay back their back dues.  All of the other homeowners that have not paid their subdivision assessments have been submitted to the City & Village Tax Office lawyer to let them take care of the money. 
The quiet title lawsuit with the original OFE builder Kodner was actually served on July 29th which is later than we had thought.  Kodner responded on August 28th.  Kodner has decided to contest the claims of who should have title to the OFE common ground.  OFE is going to go to court to get a decision.
The OFE home with over 100 cats  has been condemned for occupancy by St. Louis County.  They are going to work with us to give us a list of things that need to be done to regain occupancy again.  The entire situation is changing all the time so it is unknown what is going to happen to the house.  As of now the outside of the house is being maintained (grass being cut).  St. Louis County is helping with providing the dumpster to clean up the property.  The sons of the owners are currently removing large items from the house.
Nancy Gray has tendered her resignation.  Current residents interested in serving as a trustee should submit their name for consideration by the next trustee meeting which is October 13.

· PURPOSE As a minimum, abide by the St. Louis County Neighborhood Preservation exterior property areas checklist and the authority granted by the Old Farm Indentures Amendment #1 Article 3, Paragraph K 

· OUR DUTIES Primarily a focal point and coordinator for interpretation and informing the county; tracking county violations, neighborhood problems; intervene in any and all matters that, in their judgment could reasonably be expected to have an effect act on property values in the subdivision (Amendment #1 Paragraph K).

· WHAT WE SHOULD AND SHOULD NOT DO. I.E. Our input is from the residents, most cases anonymously. For example, observations while taking a casual walk. We may verify the complaint. Backyard complaints should originate from owners with a view of the offending property; the committee will not cross property lines unless granted permission. We have no intent to patrol, that is, to constantly inspect and guard the properties looking for violations

Ed Shimamoto is drafting a letter informing a resident, prior to NHP notifying the county, of a violation. Content will include, but not limited to: 

· the function of the NHP, 

· the violation, 

· a preference to keep all our problems in-house, 

· the county website http://stlouisco.com/pubworks/neighborpres.html 

· if possible, advice. 

We did not consider if the names of violators should be mentioned at the trustee meetings. However, I’ll propose that names not be made public unless the violation is serious or delinquent.

Jerry made a motion to change the name of the Neighborhood Preservation Committee to the Neighborhood Heritage Committee.  Motion was seconded by Luke.  Discussion was held.  Motion passed.
Ad-hoc/Special Committee Reports

Cul-de-sacs 
This committee needs a new trustee chairman.  Mary-Ann gave and update.  Darlene Kuhlman met with the St. Louis County Engineer for Highways & Traffic to see what was required for the “vacating right of way easement” where the cul-de-sac land ownership would be transferred to OFE.  Essentially it would require all of the home around the cul-de-sac to take ownership of the land and then transfer it to the subdivision.  The cul-de-sac committee decided that this requirement would be impossible to fulfill for all of the homes around 22 cul-de-sacs so they would like the indentures to be modified as loosely stated in the March 10, 2009 motion restated here for reference.

Nancy made a motion to approve up to $6,000 for updating all the cul-de-sac islands and up to $3,500 per year thereafter starting January 2010 for the upkeep of said islands.  The forgoing is subject to indenture change by the neighborhood.  The motion was seconded.  Discussion was held.  The motion passed.

If the indenture can’t be changed then the committee would like to see money put in the budget to reimburse homeowners for the material cost required to maintain the cul-de-sacs.
The committee also had Saint Louis County remove all of the dead trees or trees that were going to die because of insects or disease.

St. Louis County Highways and Traffic received list of qualifications from teams interested in the project. A short list of team names was created and those teams were requested to submit proposals and be placed under contract by December. Anticipated construction start is Spring 2010.
 
MDOT

Electric signs have been placed on Olive west of Creve Coeur Mill Road warning of construction trucks crossing Olive.  This is for the connection for Highway 141 North and South of Olive and the bridge over the 141 connection.  First effort is relocating utility lines, followed by grading for an Olive bypass.  MDOT is ahead of St. Louis County in project design/build because of earlier availability of funds.
