Approval of May 11, 2010 Meeting Minutes

Meeting minutes for May 11, 2010 are approved as modified by unanimous consent.
Officer Reports

Treasurer’s Report (Content submitted prior to meeting)
We collected $623 and $176 in assessments for April and May.  Other income collected was $143 and $163 for April and May.  We received the $300 fee from Missouri American Water for the water main easement at Creve Couer Mill Road and Old Farm Dr.  This was deposited on June 4 and is not reflected in May’s #'s.

 

Expenses were $4,315 and $9,063 for April and May.  Significant items to note for April are $1,049 from C&V and $2,010 for common ground mowing.  The C&V expenses included the mailing for the At-large Trustee election and recording fees for liens filed on delinquent 2010 assessments.   Significant items to note for May are $3,357 for insurance and $5,000 legal.  Insurance was for our D&O, Accident/Medical liability and Sports Liability policies.  The legal expenses relate to the quiet title / adverse possession suit on the common ground property at 1750 Creve Couer Mill Road.
