Next Tuesday, March 16 is the new date to meet with the new judge for the Kodner quiet title lawsuit.

The re-filed Fortus vs. Schweitzer lawsuit will be covered under the current D&O insurance and treated as if it were still the same lawsuit the trustees have already paid the $2,500 deductible.  However, we received unofficial notice from Carol Boughman at The Insurance Store that US Liability will opt to not renew our D&O policy when it comes due in May, 2010.  Official notice will come when the policy comes due.

Missouri American Water has started their work at the front of the subdivision.  They will have extra displaced dirt after burying the 46” pipe and are willing to let OFE use it.
On Feb 17th letters went out to the people that were late with their yearly $100 assessment.  If they don’t respond by a certain date the next step is filling out the paperwork to file a lien on the home.  There is a lien filed every time an assessment is missed because each lien is specifically for that year’s $100 assessment.
There are 4 properties that have lawsuit paperwork filled out due to the high dollar amount resulting from several missed assessments.  1 of the 4 arranged to pay by monthly payment and are following through with that plan.  We are waiting to get more information on the cost of a lawsuit for the other three.  There is a flat fee of about $400 just to start.

April 3 is the OFE Easter Celebration.
