Treasurer’s Report:
This report covers February through April.  Total receipts were $2,769 and total expenses were $15,336.  ExFor the three months ending April 30,  expenses were as follows: street Light electricity was $1,408, insurance $8,031 mostly included general liability coverage and property as well as bond, common ground maintenance was $4,159 and included approx 2,300 for parking lot sealing and the rest for cutting mowing etc... of our common grounds, $1,200 was paid for a deposit on a new metal roof over the lady bathroom cabana ayt the pool.  The remaining items were for printing and mailing and City and Village fees and expenses.  We ended April with $55,918 in cash.  See the attached file for more deatils.

Of the 8 homeowners with late assessments for the first time, 6 have been contacted.  If the homeowners that said they will pay follow through this week there will be 11 liens filed.  There are a couple of homes that are in foreclosure.

Although the lawsuit against the 7 trustees was ruled in favor of the defendants on all 4 counts, the lawsuit is still ongoing due to an appeal that was filed by the plaintiffs.
